Problems compiling ns2 in Windows98

Some problems have occurred during the compilation of the components of ns2 in Windows 98 platform. Every components result in the same error messages when it was compiled. The error messages are as follows:

1. Compiling ns-2.1b6.

config.h(60) : fatal error C1083: Cannot open include file: 'tclcl.h': No such file or directory

NMAKE : fatal error U1077: 'C:\PROGRA~1\DEVSTU~1\VC\BIN\cl.exe' : return code '0x2'

Stop.

2. Compiling tclcl-1.0b8.

LINK : fatal error LNK1104: cannot open file "..\tclcl\tcl2c++.exe"

NMAKE : fatal error U1077: 'C:\PROGRA~1\DEVSTU~1\VC\BIN\link.exe' : return code '0xa'

Stop.

3. Compiling otcl-1.0a4.

otcl.c(19) : fatal error C1083: Cannot open include file: 'stdlib.h': No such file or directory

NMAKE : fatal error U1077: 'C:\PROGRA~1\DEVSTU~1\VC\BIN\cl.exe' : return code '0x2'

Stop.

All three components above have the same error messages but the types of errors are different. We will discuss more details about these problems in the next chapters. The remaining component, tk8.0.5 and tcl8.0.5 have been successfully compiled. But for the tcl8.0.5, the compile process must be done in two steps. First, the command nmake /f makefile.vc must be used. This step has been successfully done. The second step is using the command nmake /f makefile.vc install. At this step the resultant output appears like as shown below:
